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VbA PARTICIPANT COURSE OVERVIEW
A. The VbA Online Course 2026
THE VBA COURSE CONTENT:  Six ALIVE Board members and three other ALIVE Associate and Focal Points have contributed to the VbA Course content, providing 6-8 hours of training materials, values educational awareness, teacher assistance, and values classroom materials offered with delivery techniques. Each values aspect covered is a self-standing assignment with built-in points earning questions that, when answered, demonstrate the participant’s comprehension of the content. Personal Values self-assessment and Mind Mapping are also included to create self-reflective consideration. These all serve as evaluations toward participant certification.
PHYSICAL STRUCTURE: The VbA Course stands out with its unparalleled flexibility. This course is unlike traditional face-to-face or recent Zoom gatherings. In 2026, the VbA Courses has six set dates with participant registration required in the six weeks lead up to commencement of each Course.  
· Registered Participants can access the Course with their Access key – log in from midnight PST (Pacific Standard Time) and thereafter anytime in the 21 days before the Course closes. 
· There is unlimited login throughout the 21 days.
· This applies no matter where the participant lives enabling participation across countries without being restricted by time zones. 

B. 2026 Course Starting Dates
START DATE AND FREQUENCY: 2026 annual Course start dates are:
14 February / 14 April / 14 June / 14 August / 14 October / 14 December

C. The Participants 
COURSE PARTICIPANTS: The VbA Course is designed to be inclusive and applicable to various individuals and groups. It is planned for use in teacher-training colleges used by teachers in classrooms with young adult high school students, included in conferences, parents at home with children, or adapted for special interest groups such as police, prisons, or hospitals. This broad applicability ensures that the course is accessible to anyone who wishes to participate.
ACCESSING THE COURSE: Upon registration, participants receive an Access Key to login – enter the Course following the last day for registration. The Access Key and login password allow the participant to open and close their Course at any time during the 21 days. 
TIME REQUIRED TO COMPLETE FOR CERTIFICATION:
· Up to 21 days.   
· Registered participants can log in to access the Course at any time during the 21 days after the commencement date. 
· Participants are not required to engage on the start day, or at any particular time.
· The requirement is that participants complete the Course assignments within the 21 days from the set start date – for example, Course #11 starts 14th April and closes 5th May. 
· Participants will be eligible for Certification subject to having achieved their required points.
· Participants can see their points score throughout the Course. 
MOMENTUM AND CONTINUITY: These are vital for the engagement's success, so Certification will only be available to participants who have completed the Course within the 21-day duration. Once the participant is registered, they will receive all the necessary information and their Access Key to begin their VbA journey.   
USERS OF THE VBA: The course is open to Individuals and Groups:
Individuals: Could be anyone, anywhere. Teacher, values-interested student, parent, anyone seeking personal growth etc.  
Groups: Collective engagement. Schools, classroom projects, teacher training, college or university integration in curriculum, LVE model school program, or other group activities – could be corporate/business where values awareness becomes essential to a job or role. 
D.  Registration 
REGISTRATION: Must be received the day before the Course start date after which the Registration closes and Course starts. 
Accessing the VBA course is straightforward and flexible. Open to everyone. Registration is open approximately six weeks prior to Course set commencement date. The registration process ensures participants can plan and prepare for their course experience. 
COMMENCEMENT OF VbA COURSES 2026: VbA Course opens/starts for registered participants on:
· VbA Course #10 Registration opens 20th January, Course starts 14th February 
· VbA Course #11 Registration opens 20th March, Course starts 14th April
· VbA Course #12 Registration opens 20th May, Course starts 14th June
· VbA Course #13 Registration opens 20th July, Course starts 14th August
· VbA Course #14 Registration opens 20th September, Course starts 14th October – World Values Day version
· VbA Course #15 Registration opens 20th November, Course 14th December
[bookmark: _Hlk173251886]ACCESSING: Accessing the VBA course is straightforward and flexible. Open to everyone. Registration is open approximately six weeks prior to Course commencement date. The registration process ensures participants can plan and prepare for their course experience. 
COURSE CONFIDENTIALLY: Submitted materials will only be used for future LVE or aligned VbA partner promotional purposes and will never include the participant's name. 
E. Certification 
CERTIFICATION: The time allowed for completion to gain LVE VbA Participant Certification is three weeks – 21 days from commencement date of each Course.
AFTER EACH SESSION: Participants are invited to provide feedback through three to five questions. Answers may be as extensive as the participant chooses. 
These questions provide the opportunity to reflect on the session and demonstrate understanding of the material, each answer contributes to your final score. 
SHOWCASING THE COURSE: At the beginning, a ‘points-related’ Mind Map of the participant’s design is introduced, established, and added progressively through the Course to capture the participant’s experience based on what is gained from each session. This provides a visual reference to what has been shared/discovered. 
TAKEAWAY ASPECTS OF THE VbA: In addition to the three questions to be answered following each activity, points also come from to update their perspective and understanding through their Mind Map and also the personal Values assessment using the LVE 15-minute Values Check-In (Quiz) early on and again towards the end, allowing participants to view a change in their values awareness. Further inactive aspects can and will be added.
COURSE EXPIRY DATE: The participants’ Access Key will not work after beyond the 21 days.
LVE VbA ALUMNAE: Those participants who have completed all the sessions and have achieved certification are eligible to join this group, where further opportunities for additional LVE facilitator training activities will be offered.
